Bird Flu has made its appearance in Florida. ‘
Please be aware, so you stay away from
wildlife that is acting strange, as it is not
only wild birds that can have bird flu.

Do not handle sick or dead birds.

This unprecedented new strain of avian influenza was first
detected in Florida this past January. It is wise to rinse and
disinfect your shoes, boots and wash your clothes after
walking in an area of high-density waterfowl or seabirds.
Humans can contract Bird Flu but it is very rare. Brevard
County is the Florida epicenter. It has also been confirmed
in Volusia and Charlotte counties. Most at-risk species
include ducks, geese, swans, gulls, terns, sandpipers,
hawks, and crows.
